
RESPONSIBILITIES OF PARTY/ORGANISATION

REQUESTING A VIDEO LINK (DDT)
1.
The party or organisation requesting the Video Link is required to complete a “Request for Video Link” and a “Site Specification Details” and to provide the completed forms to the Tribunal Registry.

2.
It is the responsibility of the party or organisation requesting the Video Link to coordinate the booking of the remote site and notify all participants of details of the Video Link, such as venue, commencement time, duration and other relevant requirements or details.

3.
Parties are requested to attend the site 15-20 minutes prior to the commencement of the Video Link to enable the Video Link operator to:

(a)
test the audio and video reception; and

(b)
confirm participant details of the other site.

4.
Parties should be mindful of time differences between States and countries and be able to provide this information to the  Registry, if required.

5.
Where the Video Link relates to the taking of evidence in a court hearing, the party or organisation requesting a Video Link is to ensure that a Bible or alternative (eg Koran) is available at the remote Video Link site for the swearing-in of participants/witnesses and interpreters.

6.
The Dust Diseases Tribunal uses a PictureTel System VM4000ZX Video Link equipment and operates on one to three ISDN lines (maximum transmission rate of 384 kbps).  Connection can be made at lower transmission speeds but picture and sound quality will reduce accordingly.  The equipment used at the remote site must be compatible with the Tribunal equipment.

7.
A document camera is available at the Tribunal site and is useful for viewing images eg documents and x-rays.  It is preferable if the order of documents to be shown to the witness is settled and made available to the Video Link operator prior to transmission.

8.
A video recording can be made of the Video Link, subject to the prior approval of the presiding Judge and the payment of a fee.
